Upon arrival at Mumbai International Airport, you will be met by the Ellison RobeǊǘΩǎ ǊŜǇǊŜǎŜƴǘŀǘƛǾŜΣ 
who will be waiting for you in the arrival lounge with a paging board with your names written on it. 
He will transfer you, by A/C car, to your hotel and pass to you all relevant documents. 
 
With an official population of 18 million Mumbai is the most populous city in India and the second 
most populous in the world. Mumbai, which changed its name from Bombay in 1996, is a potpourri of 
Maharashtrian, Gujarati, Parsi and Islamic elements, a city where extremes of wealth and poverty 
exist side by side. 
 
On arrival, you will check-in at your hotel, the Taj Mahal Palace. Located in south Mumbai, with 
sweeping views of the Arabian Sea and the Gateway of India, the Taj Mahal Palace is the grande-dame 
of Indian hotels. It is the most elegant, famous and beloved hotel in the city, and guests have included 
presidents, kings, maharajas and celebrity couples such as John and Yoko.  
 
In the afternoon, you are at leisure to relax or pursue independent activities. A car and driver will be 
at your disposal should you wish to see more of the city in the afternoon or evening.

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DAY-02    MUMBAI 
 
Breakfast is at the Hotel. 

 
¢ƻŘŀȅΩǎ ǘƻǳǊ ōegins just outside your door, with the Gateway of India at Apollo Bunder overlooking 
the harbour. The Gateway of India was built to commemorate the visit of King George V and Queen 
Mary to India in 1911. Next the Prince of Wales Museum of Western India is one of the best-known 
Museums of the country. This magnificent heritage building, situated on the famous 'Crescent Site' is 
a landmark of south Mumbai. Architecturally it is an exquisite example of the Indo-Saracenic style, 
popular in India during the early part of the 20

th
  century. It was designed as a museum by the 

architect George Wittet in 1909 and opened for public use in 1922, mainly with the collections 
acquired by the Trustees and the Sir Ratan Tata bequest. The collections have swelled since then and 
today the museum has expanded into various sections, including the Maritime Heritage Gallery, the 
first of its kind in India. 
 
After the Museum you will return to Gateway of India and board a small ferry boat to Elephanta 
Island. The boat trip, which provides great views of the city, takes one hour*. [Alternative 
arrangements will be made if the weather prevents the ferry boat from sailing]. The Elephanta Island 
cave temples, hand carved from solid rock, are thought to date from the 7

th
 century. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

This UNESCO World Heritage site has extensive cave temples with intricate carvings dedicated to Lord Shiva. 

 
A picnic lunch will be taken on Elephanta Island. In the late afternoon, you are at leisure to relax or 
pursue independent activities. There are shops and cafes on nearby Colaba Causeway. A car and 
driver will be at your disposal should you wish to see more of the city in the afternoon or evening.

Hyderabad is the capital and the most populous city of Andhra Pradesh. It is known as the City of 
Pearls and the City of Nizams. In many senses, Hyderabad, high on the Deccan Plateau, is the meeting 
ground between North and South India. The city has a culture that is distinct from the rest of Andhra 
Pradesh, showing Islamic influences and a courtly presence imparted from its period as the capital of 
the Nizamate. This is more evident in the old city. Recently Hyderabad's culture and attitudes have 
ǘŀƪŜƴ ŀ ǘǳǊƴ ǘƻǿŀǊŘǎ ΨƳƻŘŜǊƴƛǘȅΩ. However, it is good to keep in mind that the city is still a deeply 
conservative place and to dress appropriately, especially in the old city

 Falaknuma Palace, Hyderabad 

 
This exquisite palace, made of Italian marble, was built by one of the Paigah nobles Nawab Vicar Ul 
Umra in 1892. A majestic testimony to the glory of the Nizams, it stands atop a hill. It has often been 
referred to as the 'Mirror of the Sky'. Falaknuma Palace was designed by a Italian architect and 
follows a western architectural style. It houses a large collection of rare treasures collected by the 
Nizam including paintings, statues, furniture, manuscripts and books. The Jade collection of the Palace 
is considered to be one of the finest in the world.
